Thanks to Janette Glover-Geidt for the following article, the second in her
series on the role of women in Union Bay over the years:

WOMEN IN COMMERCE
In the sarly days it was unusual for women to work in retail.

Paost Master Fred Brown’s daughters assisted him in the Post Office. His boys were not
aven allowed to come into his space. Starting with Greta, on down to Edythe, the girls became
Azsistant Post Mistresses. Edythe, a widow, with daughter Mildred, came home to work there in
1926, When Fred died in 1933 she tock over as Post Mistress. Unitil 1260.

Early in the 20" century, Mrs. Hilda Anderson, & tiny Swedish lady, built a Confectionery
store on the beach across from the school. The astute business woman could neither read nor
write English and with her Swedish accent sold “yicklet, yocolates and yewing gum”, as well as
delicious baked goods and coffes. At the other end of town, about 15830, Nell Hudson, after her
husband Tommy died, converted the parlour of her home into a confectionery store. She bought
a milkshake machine and sold I-Like-It ice cream bars from the Comex Dairy.

Jack Fraszer becams a partner in the Melson Hotel and Big Store with George Howe.,
Jack brought his sister Etta, always known as Miss Fraser, up from Victoria. A delightful
educated lady with a distinctive air and manners, she becames Hostess of the Hotel designed for
gracious living. Young girls got their first job as chambermaids and waitresses where they
learnad the art of setting a beautiful table, arranging flowsers and conversing with strangers. The
Desk Clerk, Harvey Leithead, with a twinkle in his eye, told guests there were hot and cold
running chamber maids in every room.

After Wr. Bishop left, AF Horne bought into the business. Jack Fraser died in 1933,
followed two years later by Al Home. Alf's beautiful wife, Madsline, took over and proved 1o be
a very capable business woman, with the help of Laura Little, an excellent bockkeeper. Every
Wednesday, this kind gentle lady would take her order book and walk around town knocking on
doors, sometimes stopping for tea with a housewife while taking orders for groceries which were
deliversd on Friday.

In 1942 Mrs. Horne and son Gordon built the new store {(Union Bay Market) which sold
only groceries, leaving all the hardware, clothes, and knick-knacks in the big store. Edna Peters,
a jolly generous lady, toock over. Itis doubtful that she made any money but it was the place ©
go to buy hardware, clothes and presents, and probably enjoy a cup of tea with Edna.
