WOMEN AHEAD OF THEIR TIME

Nellie (McKay) King:

Nellie was the third daughter in the McKay family. From an early age she was her own person:

outspoken, a daredevil and inventive. She taught herself to swim by collecting wine corks from

the Nelson Hotel bar, putting them in a flour sack, and jumping in. Cougar Smith boarded with

the McKays during the winter and liked what he saw in the venturesome Nellie. When she was

15 he took her hunting. When the dogs treed a cou:

herself out as cook in logging camps along the coast. Nellie also had a softer side, doing

beautiful crocheting and exquisite tatting.

Bebe Hooper & Rosie Anderson:

Two of the girls about town; the only ladies to frequent the Pubs, mixing with the single and
married men. They were probably demonized but possibly envied by the proper wives in town.
Bebe grew up in Union Bay, married Mr. Muir, had three children then divorced him. She then
returned home, with the kids, to live with her parents. From about 1909 the telephone exchange

was in the Hooperés home so she became the operat

Rosie was also a local girl, the daughter of Hilda Anderson, owner of the Confectionery. She

had a checkered career, marrying three times, once to Harvey Leithead, the jovial Nelson Hotel

bar tender. She and Bebe wore the latest style dresses, high heels, and hats featuring big veils

which partially covered their painted faces. i S

Winnie (Bowden) Glover:

When she was a teenager Winnie moved to Union Bay to be with her family. Her Dad bought a
car but was a terrible driver, so Winnie became the designated driver, she even drove her fellow
classmates to high school in Courtenay. She went off for two years to Vancouver to apprentice
as a dressmaker. She sewed with silks and satins for the elite. Back home in Union Bay she
built her own dressmaking shop but the only assignments she got were make-overs from hand-
me-downs. Winnie married Harry Glover; the couple loved to hike and Harry encouraged her to
fish and hunt, bought her a gun and had caulk boots made for her. Always ready to help
neighbours, if a car was stuck in the snow getting up Glover Road she would get in their truck,
attach a chain to it and the other car, and pull it up the hill. Winnie also had a very feminine
side, always beautifully dressed with matching hat when she went to church.

We are indebted to Janette Glover-Geidt for her willingness to share these and other stories
from Union Bayds past. Janette has thapeppleatioound kno

The Fruit Tree Program

volunteers to harvest and redistribute
thousands of pounds 6fresh fruit and

produce from homes, farms and orchards that
would otherwise go to waste, and re
distributes the produce back to the
community.

The program increases access to fresh local
produce for people who need it, decreases
food waste and emissios, and decreases bear
and other animal attractants.

1/3 of the harvest (or more) goes to other
local community organizations and LUSH
Valley food programs.

1/3 of the harvest goes to volunteers.
